This carefully designed carrying case is supplied with each
megohmmeter making ‘hands-free’ measurement possible as well
as facilitating the transport of the meter and its accessories. Once
the strap is passed behind the neck the instrument can be positioned
horizontally against the operator’s chest,
giving a clear view of the display.
